

Bill’s Path
Can you put these steps in order to show how a bill becomes a law? Remember: a bill goes through the same steps 

first in the House of Representatives and then the Senate.
House of Representatives & Senate Committees 

vote on the bill.

Next, House and Senate Committees consider the bill.

Senators and Representatives propose the bill.

The bill is debated in the House and Senate.

Finally, the president signs the bill into law – or not!

A last vote is taken in the House and Senate.

The bill travels from the House and Senate to a Conference committee.
